TERMS OF THE SHARES REPRESENTING INTERESTS IN THE FUND

Investment Objective

The investment objective of the Fund is to track the performance before fees and expenses of an index
which is designed to reflect the performance of the shares of large and medium capitalisation companies
in global developed market countries that meet certain minimum standards with regard to biodiversity and
environmental, social and governance criteria.

Investment Policy

In order to seek to achieve the investment objective, the Fund will adopt a Direct Investment Policy
and will aim to replicate or track, before fees and expenses, the performance of the ISS STOXX®
Developed World Biodiversity Focus SRI Index (the “Reference Index”), by holding a portfolio of equity
securities that comprises all, or a substantial number of, the securities comprised in the Reference
Index (the “Underlying Securities”). Further information on the Reference Index is contained under
"General Description of the Underlying Asset". The Investment Manager reserves the right to exclude
from the portfolio of the Fund any securities from the Reference Index that do not comply with the
Investment Manager’s policies or standards (examples of which are described in the Prospectus under
the heading "Direct Investment Funds following a passive approach").

The Fund is managed according to a passive approach and is a Full Replication Fund (as described
in the Prospectus under the heading "Direct Investment Funds following a passive approach"). Full
disclosure on the composition of the Fund's portfolio will be available on a daily basis at
www. Xtrackers.com.

There is no assurance that the investment objective of the Fund will actually be achieved.

The Underlying Securities are listed or traded on markets and exchanges which are set out at Appendix
| of the Prospectus, with the Underlying Securities being bought by the Fund from any broker or
counterparty who trades on the markets and exchanges listed at Appendix | of the Prospectus.

As further described in the 'Efficient Portfolio Management and Financial Derivative Instruments’
section below and in the Prospectus, the Fund may also invest in securities which are not constituents
of the Reference Index and/or financial derivative instruments (“FDIs”) related to a constituent or
constituents of the Reference Index, for efficient portfolio management purposes, where such securities
and/or FDIs would achieve a risk and return profile similar to that of the Reference Index, a constituent
of the Reference Index or a sub-set of constituents of the Reference Index.

The Fund may invest in ancillary liquid assets which will include secured and/or unsecured deposits,
and/or units or shares of other UCITS or other collective investment schemes which pursue a money
market/cash strategy or which are related to the Reference Index or constituents of the Reference
Index.

The investments and liquid assets that the Fund may hold on an ancillary basis will, together with
any fees and expenses, be valued by the Administrator on each Valuation Day in order to determine
the Net Asset Value of the Fund in accordance with the rules set out in the Prospectus.

The value of the Fund's Shares is linked to the Reference Index (and, for the Currency Hedged Share
Classes, the relevant hedging arrangement, as described under “Share Class Currency Hedging
Methodology”), the performance of which may rise or fall. Hence, investors should note that the value of
their investment could fall as well as rise and they should accept that there is no guarantee that they will
recover their initial investment. The return that the Shareholder may receive will be dependent on the
performance of the Reference Index.
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The Fund will have no Final Repurchase Date. However, the Directors may decide to terminate the
Fund in accordance with the terms set out in the Prospectus and/or the Articles of Association.

Share Class Hedging

The “2C — EUR Hedged” and “3D — GBP Hedged” Share Classes (“Currency Hedged Share Classes”), as
indicated under Description of the Shares below is subject to currency hedging.

The Fund will seek to hedge against the currency exposures of the Underlying Securities in the portfolio which
differ from the currency of the Currency Hedged Share Classes in accordance with the “Share Class
Currency Hedging Methodology” set out in the Prospectus.

Investors should note that the Currency Hedged Share Classes will not completely eliminate currency risk, or
provide a precise hedge, and as such, investors may have exposures to currencies other than the currency of
the Currency Hedged Share Classes.

Efficient Portfolio Management and Financial Derivative Instruments

The Fund may employ techniqgues and instruments relating to transferable securities under the
conditions and within the limits laid down by the Central Bank from time to time and the conditions set
out in the Prospectus and this Supplement for efficient portfolio management purposes.

The Fund may also invest in FDIs subject to the conditions and limits laid down by the Central Bank
for efficient portfolio management purposes and as described in the Prospectus. For details of any
FDIs the Fund may use, please refer to the section entitled "Use of Derivatives by Direct Investment
Funds" set out in the Prospectus.

The Company employs a risk management process which enables it to accurately measure, monitor
and manage at any time the risks attached to the Fund’s FDI positions and their contribution to the
overall risk profile of the portfolio of assets of the Fund. The Company will, on request, provide
supplementary information to Shareholders relating to the risk management methods employed,
including the quantitative limits that are applied and any recent developments in the risk and yield
characteristics of the main categories of investments in respect of the relevant Fund.

Calculation of Global Exposure

The Fund will employ the commitment approach to assess the Fund’s global exposure and to ensure
that the Fund’s use of derivative instruments is within the limits specified by the Central Bank. Global
exposure will be calculated daily. While the Fund may be leveraged through the use of the FDlIs, any
such leverage will not be in excess of 100% of the Fund’s Net Asset Value.

Investment Restrictions

The general investment restrictions set out under "Investment Restrictions" in the Prospectus apply to the
Fund.

Further, the Fund will not invest more than 10% of its assets in units or shares of other UCITS or other
collective investment schemes in order to be eligible for investment by UCITS governed by the UCITS
directive.

The Directors may from time to time impose such further investment restrictions as shall be compatible
with or in the interests of Shareholders, in order to comply with the laws and regulations of the countries
where Shareholders are located. Such investment restrictions will be included in an updated
Supplement.



Borrowing

The Company may only borrow, for the account of the Fund, up to 10% of the Net Asset Value of the
Fund provided that such borrowing is for temporary purposes only. The assets of the Fund may be
charged as security for any such borrowings.

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GENERAL DESCRIPTION OF THE UNDERLYING ASSET

This section is a brief overview of the Reference Index. It contains a summary of the principal features
of the Reference Index and is not a complete description of the Reference Index.

The Reference Index is based on the STOXX Developed World Index (the “Parent Index”), which is
administered by STOXX Ltd. (the "Index Administrator"). The Parent Index includes large and medium
capitalisation companies across developed markets globally. Constituents of the Parent Index meeting
certain minimum standards with regard to biodiversity and ESG criteria are eligible for inclusion in the
Reference Index.

ESG and Biodiversity Exclusions

Securities from the Parent Index which do not meet certain ESG or biodiversity related criteria are excluded,

including, but not limited to, those that:

e are unrated by Institutional Shareholder Services Inc. (“ISS ESG”);

e are assigned an ESG Rating of D+ or below by ISS ESG;

o are identified as ‘Red’ by ISS ESG in their Norms Based Screening. ISS ESG’s Norms Based
Screening assesses companies against their adherence to international norms on human rights,
labour standards, environmental protection and anti-corruption established in the UN Global
Compact and the OECD Guidelines;

e are identified by ISS ESG to have ‘Severe’ or ‘Very Severe’ controversies with regard to
Environmental Protection;
are identified by ISS ESG as having any involvement in controversial weapons;
are identified by ISS ESG as breaching certain revenue thresholds in controversial activities,
including, but not limited to: tobacco, civilian firearms, military equipment, nuclear power, thermal
coal, unconventional oil and gas extraction, fossil fuels, adult entertainment, alcohol, and gambling;
and

e are identified by ISS ESG as breaching certain revenue thresholds in activities with the potential to
negatively contribute to biodiversity, including, but not limited to: palm oil, genetically modified
organism (GMO) agriculture, hazardous pesticides, animal welfare, animal testing, and fur involvement.

Biodiversity Impact Assessment

Constituents from the Parent Index are assessed by ISS ESG’s Biodiversity Impact Assessment Tool on
their Potentially Disappeared Fraction (“PDF”), which aims to quantify the impact of companies on
biodiversity by measuring the potential decline in species richness in an area over a specific period of time.
Securities are ranked by PDF over enterprise value including cash (“EVIC”). The worst 20% of companies,
as measured by PDF/EVIC, within each sector, as classified by the Industry Classification Benchmark
(“ICB”) approach, in the Parent Index are excluded from the Reference Index. Securities for which no data
is available are also excluded from the Reference Index.

SDG Impact Assessment
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Potential constituents are assessed by ISS ESG’s SDG Impact Rating on their impact on biodiversity-
related UN Sustainable Development Goals (“SDG”) objectives. The SDG Impact Rating measures the
extent to which companies are managing negative externalities in their operations across the entire value
chain to minimise negative impacts, while at the same time making use of existing and emerging
opportunities in their products and services to contribute to the achievement of the SDGs. ISS ESG
calculates an aggregated SDG Impact Rating score, based on certain biodiversity-related UN SDGs,
including:

e SDG 6 — Clean water and sanitation;

e SDG 7 - Affordable and clean energy;

e SDG 11 — Sustainable cities and communities;

e SDG 12 — Responsible consumption and production;
e SDG 13 - Climate action;

e SDG 14 - Life below water; and

e SDG 15 - Life on land.

The worst 20% of companies within each ICB sector in the Parent Index as measured by the aggregated
SDG Impact Rating score are excluded from the Reference Index. Securities for which no data is available
are also excluded from the Reference Index.

Greenhouse Gas Intensity Reduction

The Reference Index also includes a carbon emission reduction rule, whereby if having applied the above
exclusion and assessment criteria, the Greenhouse Gas (“GHG”) intensity of the Reference Index has been
insufficiently reduced compared to the Parent Index, constituents are excluded by descending order of GHG
intensity until a relevant reduction threshold is achieved.

The Reference Index utilises ESG data provided by ISS ESG. ISS ESG provides expertise across a variety
of sustainable and responsible investment issues, including climate change, sustainable development goal
linked impacts, biodiversity impact assessments, human rights, labour standards, corruption, and
controversial weapons.

In addition to the above exclusions and assessments, securities must also meet certain liquidity criteria to be
eligible for inclusion in the Reference Index.

The securities remaining following the exclusion criteria above are weighted by their free float-adjusted
market capitalisation.
Securities in the Reference Index are subject to capping of up to 8%, with individual weight deviations and

ICB industry weight deviation limits applied.

The Reference Index is reviewed and rebalanced on a quarterly basis and may also be rebalanced at
other times in order to reflect corporate activity such as mergers and acquisitions or changes in certain
ESG metrics.

The Reference Index is a total return net index. A total return net index calculates the performance of
the index constituents on the basis that any dividends or distributions are reinvested net of applicable
withholding tax.

The Reference Index is calculated in US Dollars on a daily basis.

certain threshold or have missing ESG data.

What is the asset allocation planned for this financial product?

This financial product invests at least 90% of its net assets in investments that are aligned
with the promoted environmental and social characteristics (#1 Aligned with E/S
characteristics). Within this category, at least 10% of the financial product’s assets qualify as
sustainable investments (#1A Sustainable).

What is the minimum share of investments in transitional and enabling activities?

The financial product does not have a minimum share of investments in transitional
and enabling activities, as it does not commit to a minimum proportion of
environmentally sustainable investments aligned with the EU Taxonomy.

What is the minimum share of sustainable investments with an environmental
objective that are not aligned with the EU Taxonomy?

The financial product does not intend to make a minimum allocation to sustainable
economic activities that contribute to an environmental objective. However, the share of
environmentally and socially sustainable investments will in total be at least 10%.

What is the minimum share of socially sustainable investments?

The Reference Index promotes environmental and social characteristics by excluding
companies from the Parent Index which do not fulfil the specific biodiversity-related
and ESG criteria outlined above, as of each Reference Index rebalance.

How is the alignment of the investment strategy with the methodology of the index
ensured on a continuous basis?

In order to seek to achieve the investment objective, the financial product will adopt a
“Direct Investment Policy” which means that the financial product will aim to replicate
or track, before fees and expenses, the performance of the Reference Index by holding
a portfolio of equity securities that comprises all, or a substantial number of, the
securities comprised in the Reference Index.

How does the designated index differ from a relevant broad market index?

The investment objective of the financial product is to track the performance before fees and
expenses of the Reference Index. The Reference Index is designed to reflect the performance
of the shares of large and medium capitalisation companies in global developed market
countries that meet certain minimum standards with regard to biodiversity and
environmental, social and governance (“ESG”) criteria.

ESG and Biodiversity Exclusions

Securities from the Parent Index which do not meet certain ESG or biodiversity related criteria
are excluded, including, but not limited to, those that:

e Are unrated by Institutional Shareholder Services Inc. (“ISS ESG”);

e Are assigned an ESG Rating of D+ or below by ISS ESG;

o Areidentified as ‘Red’ by ISS ESG in their Norms Based Screening. ISS ESG’s Norms Based
Screening assesses companies against their adherence to international norms on
human rights, labour standards, environmental protection and anti-corruption
established in the UN Global Compact and the OECD Guidelines;

e Are identified by ISS ESG to have ‘Severe’ or ‘Very Severe’ controversies with regard to
Environmental Protection;

e Areidentified by ISS ESG as having any involvement in controversial weapons;

e Are identified by ISS ESG as breaching certain revenue thresholds in controversial
activities, including, but not limited to: tobacco, civilian firearms, military equipment,

nuclear power, thermal coal, unconventional oil and gas extraction, fossil fuels, adult
entertainment, alcohol, and gambling;

o Are identified by ISS ESG as breaching certain revenue thresholds in activities with the
potential to negatively contribute to biodiversity, including, but not limited to: palm oil,
genetically modified organism (GMO) agriculture, hazardous pesticides, animal welfare,
animal testing, and fur involvement.

Biodiversity Impact Assessment

Constituents from the Parent Index are assessed by ISS ESG’s Biodiversity Impact Assessment
Tool on their Potentially Disappeared Fraction (“PDF”), which aims to quantify the impact of
companies on biodiversity by measuring the potential decline in species richness in an area
over a specific period of time. Securities are ranked by PDF over enterprise value including
cash (“EVIC”). The worst 20% of companies, as measured by PDF/EVIC, within each sector,
as classified by the Industry Classification Benchmark (“ICB”) approach, in the Parent Index
are excluded from the Reference Index. Securities for which no data is available are also
excluded from the Reference Index.

SDG Impact Assessment

Potential constituents are assessed by ISS ESG’s SDG Impact Rating on their impact on
biodiversity-related UN Sustainable Development Goals (“SDG”) objectives. The SDG Impact
Rating measures the extent to which companies are managing negative externalities in their
operations across the entire value chain to minimise negative impacts, while at the same
time making use of existing and emerging opportunities in their products and services to
contribute to the achievement of the SDGs. ISS ESG calculates an aggregated SDG Impact
Rating score, based on certain biodiversity-related UN SDGs, including:

e SDG 6 — Clean water and sanitation;

e SDG 7 — Affordable and clean energy;

e SDG 11 - Sustainable cities and communities;

e SDG 12 — Responsible consumption and production;
e SDG 13 - Climate action;

e SDG 14 - Life below water; and

e SDG 15— Life on land.

The worst 20% of companies within each ICB sector in the Parent Index as measured by the
aggregated SDG Impact Rating score are excluded from the Reference Index. Securities for

which no data is available are also excluded from the Reference Index.

Greenhouse Gas Intensity Reduction

The Reference Index also includes a carbon emission reduction rule, whereby if having
applied the above exclusion and assessment criteria, the Greenhouse Gas (“GHG”) intensity
of the Reference Index has been insufficiently reduced compared to the Parent Index,
constituents are excluded by descending order of GHG intensity until a relevant reduction
threshold is achieved.
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The Reference Index utilises ESG data provided by Institutional Shareholder Services Inc.
(“ISS ESG”). ISS ESG provides expertise across a variety of sustainable and responsible
investment issues, including climate change, sustainable development goal linked impacts,
biodiversity impact assessments, human rights, labour standards, corruption, and
controversial weapons.

ISS ESG’s Norms Based Screening assesses companies against their adherence to
international norms on human rights, labour standards, environmental protection and anti-
corruption established in the UN Global Compact and the OECD Guidelines.

ISS ESG Biodiversity Impact Assessment Tool

The ISS ESG Biodiversity Impact Assessment Tool assesses and quantifies the potential
impact of companies on biodiversity.

ISS ESG SDG Impact Rating

The ISS ESG SDG Impact Rating determines a company’s positive or negative impact on the
United Nations’ Sustainable Development Goals across three key pillars: Products & Services,
Operations Management and Controversies.

ISS ESG Climate Solutions

ISS ESG Climate Solutions provide carbon and climate data, such as analyses of Scope 1, 2 and
3 emissions.
